Inclement  Weather  Travel  Policy  
1. INTRODUCTION

The following guidelines apply to all students  and staff (both teaching and non-teaching)  if they are unable to attend school because of inclement weather (for example, heavy snow) or if , for Health & Safety reasons, Radnor House decides to close during the day.   

2. SCHOOL CLOSURE

 
We will aim to keep the school open as normal during periods of bad weather however it may be necessary to open late or close early to ensure staff and pupils can travel safely. In the unlikely event of the school having to close we will post a message via the school website and Parents and staff are advised to check this on an hourly basis for updates. If we decide to open late we will post a notice on the school website by 7.30am and send an email message to all families.

If we decide to close school early we will post a notice on the website by 1pm and send an email message to families.

If during the course of a school day the Head decides that for Health & Safety reasons children should be allowed to go home early we would either contact parents and/or follow a pre-agreed arrangement.  Every effort will be made in such a situation to arrange for transport operated by the school to leave earlier than the scheduled time. We will follow your pre-agreed plan and a record of your wishes is kept on our files and you should have chosen for your child to do one of the following:
· Agreed that your son/daughter should make their own way home (if living within walking distance)

· Wait for parents to collect their son/daughter from school

· Use public transport either bus or train
· Remain at school until the school is advised on the course of action you wish us to take
· Allow your son/daughter to go home with a named friend
· Walk to a pre-agreed location, e/g your workplace or home of a named friend

3. TRANSPORT CLOSURES

Every student and member of staff has an obligation to make every effort to attend school and, where this is not practicable due to the effects of inclement weather (due account being taken of media announcements), they should make every reasonable effort to contact Radnor House on 0208 891 6264 (Emergency Contact D. A member of either the Senior Management or Reception Team will then advise you of what action to take. 

In cases where it is possible to foresee that there will be travelling difficulties the following day, any individual who anticipates that they may not be able to attend at school should seek advice from David Paton. Individuals may therefore be expected to take work home if this is regarded as an appropriate solution. Students will be able to access work and updates via the school’s website.
4. GUIDANCE
The Senior Management Team has the responsibility for ensuring all pupils and members of staff at Radnor House are advised suitably, that cases of particular difficulty are considered properly, and that the continuity of students’ education is maintained.
